Peter Tyler 1934 — 2012

The Society has lost one of its
greatest advocates in historian Dr
Peter Tyler who passed away on
Saturday 5 May after a brief illness.

Peter became interested in the
Society through the work we were
doing on our historical collection
and was successful in being selected
to work on the Community Heritage
Grant projects that the Society was
successful in attracting through the
National Library of Australia.
Following this detailed work, in
conjunction with geologist Dr David
Branagan, Peter became very
interested in the whole history of
the Society and applied successfully
for the first Merewether
Scholarship offered by the State
Library of NSW. His research topic
was ‘The Royal Society of NSW’ and
the aim was to research the
Society’s archives held in the
Mitchell Library. This led to him
extending this work to write a
complete history of the Society in
two volumes. Sadly, this work was
left incomplete but we hope to be
able to engage another historian to
finish Peter’s work. Peter was also
intending to write, in conjunction
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with others, an account of the life
of Alexander Berry, one of the
members of the Society’s first in-
carnation, the Philosophical Socie-
ty of Australasia.

Peter took great pride in talking
about his work on the Society and
has spoken widely in a variety of
fora about its early days. His erudi-
tion will be sadly missed.
